COVER NOTE:

POINTS FOR YOUR INFORMATION

· When initially drawn up the Media Consent Form which was approved at the August 2019 Zoom meeting (for use) was based on legal information current for the previous 2 years.(ie 2017 -2018)
· At the meeting members approved Dr Joan Brien forwarding the said final document to a lawyer to ensure it complied with updated legislation since the release of the recommendations of the Royal Commission into Child Abuse.
· Legal advice came back that there had been changes about ‘consent and bundled consent’ from the Privacy Commissioner NSW (and Government) as per a fact sheet entitled “ Consent and Bundled Consent” release in June 2019 and contact by the lawyer with Qld Health indicated that they were using the same definitions. As a result in amending this document I have made the assumption that there is a large likelihood other states will follow suit.
· Whilst the document is more wordy than we were intending/wanting, we are legally bound to provide opportunities for consent, non-consent and withdrawal of consent. The lawyer was very helpful in actually rewording each consent point as well as the ‘withdrawal of consent’ clause. In amending the Media Consent Form, I have used his language where possible – this will be evident when you compare the 2 documents.

· Please read the fine print of the footnote re validity, storage on file etc.

· One further thing we all have to be aware of: If person/ child or family is under the safety protection of police or relevant government agency due AVO’s or DVO’s (apprehended violence orders or domestic violence orders involving stalking and threats of harm or death)  we CANNOT use their information for any future advertising and if they have been currently used under a pseudonym (with existing permission) that material must be removed at our earliest convenience so it cannot be used to track, threaten or denigrate that person/ child/family. Talking to my local police about this issue it assumes of course that we are aware of the said circumstances (through communication) with person/child/family.
· FINALLY; I would like to make a minuted note of appreciation to Wayne Hodgins Solicitor for his pro bono advice to the AAIC re The Media Consent Form.

Signed copy to be kept on file whilst client is involved with clinic/centre. Parent/caregiver to have a copy. Validity of permission is 3 years which is good practice. Legal requirement: a signed copy agreement or revoked permission is to be kept on file (if person is a regular continuous client) for 7 years or till minor is 21 years of age.
